
Bondi Beach Community Market Inc Stallholder Terms & Conditions 

1. Traders are required to comply with all rules & regulations that are imposed by Waverley Council. This includes & is not limited to parking rules, trading days & hours, rubbish removal & prohibited goods.

2. Stall rents are to be paid monthly in advance (first payment is due by the 18th August & from then on by the 25th of each month) via internet bank transfer, or directly in the St George bank account. Stallholders that have not paid rent will not be allowed to trade. There will be no exceptions. Failure to pay rent may result in losing your right to trade in the future (see point 3).
3. Permanent stallholders acknowledge that they are liable to pay rent regardless of whether they trade. Failure to pay rent may result in the loss of their security bond (point 35) and possible legal action.       
4. You are only permitted to trade during approved market operation days & hours.

5. Permanent stallholders are only allowed to sell their approved products. Stallholders may not alter the products sold without written consent from the Bondi Beach Community Market Inc (BBCM).

6. You must set up at the start of the market.

7. Stallholders are required to pack up & leave the market promptly by the close of the market.

8. Loading & unloading of vehicles must occur via legal street parking at all times. All vehicles associated with stall holders must comply with the provisions of the Motor Traffic Act & not stand or park contrary to　'No Standing', 'No Parking' or 'No Stopping' signs etc.

9. Stalls cannot be sublet or sold without the prior approval of the BBCM committee. BBCM stall sites are allocated on the basis of permanent committee membership seniority, this being based on the date the trader first became a permanent trader and upon the length of service and degree of responsibility undertaken as a committee member. Trader stall site seniority cannot be sold or passed on to another trader.  
10. No food, drinks, tobacco or alcohol may be sold at the BBCM.

11. Council regulations require market stall holders to use recyclable or biodegradable packaging. Polystyrene packaging or plastic bags are not allowed.

12. Stallholders must remove all rubbish from the site at the completion of trade. Rubbish cannot be disposed of in private bins or bins owned by neighbouring businesses.

13. Stallholders must keep the access way clear at all times.

14. Stallholders may not sell any counterfeit or copied goods.

15. No spruiking is allowed.

16. Stallholders may only sell to customers that are directly in front or within their stall. Stallholders may not sell to customers of a different stall. Stallholders may not approach members of the public.

17. Stallholders may not make false claims about their products to customers or the BBCM. This includes & is not limited to whether products are handmade, & the country of origin.

18. All goods sold must comply with relevant Australian laws & comply with relevant safety standards.

19. Stallholders must follow any direction given by a member of the BBCM committee.

20. Alcohol may not be consumed in Roscoe St Mall. The market area falls within an alcohol free zone. 

21. No milk crates or bread trays are allowed in the market area.

22. In the case of rain, stallholders may not take shelter under the awnings of neighbouring shops & restaurants. This is forbidden even if consent is given by the relevant shop or restaurant.

23. No busking is allowed.

24. Music may be played, but cannot be louder than 5dBA higher than background noise. This is a requirement of Waverley Council. 

25. The market operates on the principles of non-violence: intimidation, threats or harm to others will not be tolerated.

26. The BBCM reserves the right to cancel the market on any given day due to adverse weather conditions.

27. The BBCM accepts no liability for damage or theft to stallholders’ goods, equipment or vehicles for any reason. 

28. By signing this agreement, the stallholders indemnify the BBCM for any loss or liability incurred by the stallholder for any reason whilst trading, or in the vicinity of the market. Stallholders are liable for any claims made by customers due to faulty products. Stallholders are liable for any claims made by the public due to injury caused by the permanent stallholders stall.

29. The BBCM takes no responsibility for losses or other costs incurred by stallholders that are a result of breaching this agreement. This includes any legal fees.

30. Permanent stallholders are required to have adequate & appropriate insurance.

31. The BBCM is a not for profit community organisation, therefore all permanent stall holders will be required to help out on a volunteer basis. These volunteer jobs will be allocated to stallholders on an annual basis.

32. The BBCM Committee manager/ representative has the discretion to refuse admission to the Market Area if any BBCM rules or other laws are being or have been broken. 

33. For failure to adhere to any condition in this licence a permanent stall holder will be issued with two written warnings, the third will be a notice of termination of all trading rights.

34. All rules & regulations apply to the Permanent stallholder as well as any representatives or associates of the permanent stallholder including but not limited to employed staff, voluntary workers, agents, business partners, & contractors. It is the permanent stallholder’s responsibility to ensure that all representatives are fully aware of, & comply with these rules. 

35. As a permanent trader you are required to provide a security bond. 

· This bond will not be returned at the end of the season if the permanent trader is continuing to trade in the following season

· If you cease to trade during the season, without having paid rent for the entire season, you will forfeit your bond.

· If at the end of the season you decide to cease being a permanent trader, your bond with be returned within 3 months, including compound interest calculated at the same rate of interest after tax that the BBCM receives from the bank deposit. 
· If your right to trade at the market is terminated during the season by the BBCM due to failure to comply with market rules, you will forfeit your bond.

· Under no circumstances can the bond money be spent by the BBCM.

36. No casual Jewellery traders are permitted (maximum of 6 permanent stalls).
37. No casual sunglasses traders are permitted (maximum of 4 permanent stalls).
38. No casual traders for any other restricted products.
