A Brief History of the Church
“Approaching Suffield from almost any direction, the traveler can see one of the glories of New England - the exquisite urn crowned spire of Second Baptist rising from its octagon of Greek Corinthian columns.  This masterpiece of native architect, Henry A. Sykes,  has stood for over one hundred and fifty years as a testimony to the courage of a tiny group of early believers. Founded in 1805  the church erected its first building in 1809, "The Barn," on the southern corner of Main and Bridge streets.  In 1839,  a new meeting house of brick and a parsonage of wood were built.  When it was completed, the  church was equipped with oil lights and heated by wood burning stoves.

Since those early days there have naturally been renovations and remodeling at various periods. An alcove added in 1865 permitted the installation of a pipe organ and, it is believed, the Baptistry  as well.  The latter was particularly welcomed since previously baptism had been by immersion in a nearby brook!  In the 1890s the broad center aisle was replaced by two narrower ones and then the configuration was reversed in 1966.  The Prior memorial addition was built in 1953 and a new fellowship hall and education wing completed in 1959 on the site of the old parsonage, which was torn down when a new home had been constructed in another part of town.  And yet, through all these changes, the church building - modernized and lovingly maintained - still reflects the serene spirit and strong conviction of its historic past.

Ten pastors served this struggling church between 1810 and 1839, but it has been necessary to call only sixteen more ministers from 1840 to the present.  Pews are no longer rented in the names of Loomis, Spencer, Kent, Pease, and Remington - all of whom paid for the privilege in 1840.  Their descendants worship freely here now providing a visible line to that honored past.”
