This is intended to give each team three malches of
eighteen minutes each way on the Saturday, with three
further matches for the top eight teams, and two for the
bottom eight teams, on the Sunday. Final classification
matches will be twenty minutes each way, and the Final

itself 25 minutes each way.

Each day, play will commence at 0945 and finish around
1815.

The Challenge Cup will be awarded to the winners., A
player of the tournament" award and a fair play award will
also be awarded at the discretion of the umpires and the

tournament commitiee.
